Matthew 5:16    
Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify 
your Father which is in heaven. 
 
3 Nephi 5: 61-63 

Verily, verily I say unto you, I give unto you to be the light of this people. A city that 
is set on a hill cannot be hid. 

 

Behold, do men light a candle and put it under a bushel? Nay, but 
on a candlestick, and it giveth light to all that are in the house; 
 
Therefore let your light so shine before this people, that they may 
see your good works and glorify your Father which is in heaven. 
 
 

 

 

A Lesson from the 10-11 year old class taught by Sue Porter 

 
Question: What words or phrases are in both scripture readings? (Light, let your light so 
shine, good works, glorify your Father which is in heaven)  Write these on a poster board 
along with the above scriptures. 

 
Read: Matthew 5: 1-16. This will help us understand how 3rd Nephi, Chapter 5, correlates 
with Matthew chapter 5. 
 
Discuss: Reading the beatitudes explains more of what it means by “letting our light so 
shine before men so they can see our good works and glorify our Father which is in 
heaven.” 
Verses 14-16 are very much like 3 Nephi 5: 61-63.  
 
If we look at verse 13, it talks about you being the salt of the earth, then verse 14 about 
being a light of the world, then verse 15 that we don’t light a candle and put it under a 
bushel but on a candlestick, and give that light to all that are in our house. In other words, 
we need to share what we know about our Father in heaven and all the good things 
He does for us. 
 Verse 16 matches with 3N 5:63. 
 
Brainstorm: Everyone takes one minute to think about some good works they do that 
glorify our Heavenly Father. After one minute, share what we wrote. Record everyone’s 
ideas onto the poster. 
Wrap up: What can we add to our list of good works which will glorify our Father? 
Summary: These things can all help us be a better friend to, letting our light shine, 

and to be a witness of the gospel of Christ for others.
