2.  Members of the Body of Christ have the Holy Ghost as a constant companion.

Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but 

exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.

a. Comfort (1 Thessalonians 5:11)  Wherefore comfort yourselves together, and 

edify one another, even as also ye do.   

b.  Peace (Philippians 4:7)  And the peace of God, which passeth all 

understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus.   

c.  Sharing (1 Corinthians 12:25-27)  26 And whether one member suffer, all the 

members suffer with it; or one member be honoured, all the members rejoice with 

it.  (Mosiah 9:39-41)  Sharing of troubles and joys. 
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d.  Hope (Moroni 7:47) 

Behold I say unto you, that ye shall have hope through the atonement of Christ 

and the power of his resurrection, to be raised unto life eternal; and this because 

of your faith in him according to the promise;   

Romans 8:24-39  v. 28 And we know that all things work together for good to 

them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose.

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THURSDAY:  STEWARDSHIP 

 

Scripture:  Luke 12:42-47  The steward waiting for his master's arrival. 

 

1.  Each one of you is responsible for the care of Christ’s Kingdom.  This is called 

stewardship.  He has given us responsibilities.  We will answer to Him some day for all 

that we have done. 

(Romans 14:11-12) 

For it is written, As I live, saith the Lord, every knee shall bow to me, and every 

tongue shall confess to God.  So then every one of us shall give account of himself 

to God.  

 

2. Everything belongs to god and not to you.  

(Revelation 4:11) 

Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour and power: for thou hast 

created all things, and for thy pleasure they are and were created.   

 

3.  You have been purchased by Christ through his own blood.   (Acts 20:28)  You are 

His property.  The church is His property.  (1 Corinthians 6:19-20)   All people were 

created for the same reason.  (Jacob 2:27-28) 

 

4.  We are created in God's Image and have a responsibility to care for God's creation.  A 

steward is the manager of the property of someone else.  You are the manager of His 

property.    Genesis 1:26; 28; 2:15
